What should be 
allowed, what should be regulated, what should be restricted altogether?  The rules and policies 
governing science and technology must be considered alongside the advances made in each field.

Should emergency contraceptives be banned, even from women who are victims of rape?  Should 
they remain prescription medications?

This lesson continues our study of Internet policy ethics.  Should there be laws governing 
pedophilia over the Internet?  It is often viewed as morally reprehensible, but would censoring 
pedophiliac communication be a violation of the First Amendment?  If so, is it worth it?  The 
Internet provides pedophiles with a very easy medium of communication to reach children and to 
form communities, but if no intent can be proven, does government censorship cross an ethical 
boundary?  Pedophilia is an obvious example, but this issue can be applied to many other things
